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Duckling Game

You will need:

e Pond with bridge on

e Duck (cut out)

e Phonics cards for vowels (e.g. Jolly Phonics,
Read Write Inc)

How to play:

e Place a vowel card in the space next to each '

e Every time the child says both sounds correctly
