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Duckling Game

You will need:

e Pond with bridge on

e Duck (cut out)

e Phonics cards for vowels (e.g. Jolly Phonics,
Read Write Inc)

How to play:

e Place a vowel card in the space on each side
of the ‘v’ on the bridge

e Place the duck at one side of the bridge

e Every time the child says the three sounds
correctly the duck moves forward one space
across the bridge

e |f the child gets a sound wrong, the duck will
need to go back one space

e Once the child has reached the end of the
bridge and the duck is safely at the other side,
the game is completed.

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Things you’ll need:
e Snakes and Ladders board

e A Dice

e One marker per player (e.g. a counter, a plastic
coin)

e 2 or more people

How to play Snakes and Ladders!

e Place the counters on the board on the START
square.

o Each player takes it in turns to roll the dice.

e Move your counter the number of squares the
dice shows,

e When you get to a square, say the word using
good speech

e Continue until a player reaches the FINISH
square.

Ladder: If you land at the bottom of a ladder, move up
to the square at the top of the ladder. Continue from
there.

Snake: If you land on the snake’s head, move down
the board to the snake’s tail and continue from there.
